We are very proud of the results of that audit, as the high school, elementary school, and parish were found 
to be in outstanding shape regarding compliance with the charter. The auditor (a former FBI agent) was 
most impressed with our record-keeping and our commitment to the protection of our youth.

Senior Parents 
 
If you did not make my financial aid meeting on December 1st you are welcome to stop by my office to pick up the 
handouts.  Also, I am happy to sit down with any parent to discuss financial aid.  You would need to call for an 
appointment.  Often senior parents considering whether to apply for financial aid think they may not qualify.  To help 
parents with their decision, I again offer the following web site as a guide to your eligibility http://www.finaid.org/
calculators/finaidestimate.phtml   This site will provide an estimate of your Expected Family Contribution (EFC) and is 
a good place to start. 
 
If your senior has a first choice college they should communicate that to the admission office at that school.  This can be 
a short paragraph using the words “Boston College is my first choice college and, if I am admitted, I will attend Boston 
College.”  Sign the statement.  Include the student’s full name and social security number at the top of the page on plain 
white paper.  Do not transmit this by email as it is more likely to never get to the record.  This information may possibly 
affect the decision made on your case as all admission Dean’s worry about their yield, meaning how many admitted 
students will come.  They all want high yields; it makes them look good in the college guides. 
 
 
Junior Parents 
 
All of the juniors are up and registered on the Naviance College Admission Management System.  At minimum, it is 
most important that I capture an Email address for at least one parent, both would be better.  If you have not been 
receiving emails from me I likely do not have your email address or the address I have is not valid.  Everything I send to 
your students I also send copies to the parent’s so you know fully what I am asking your students to do.  You can 
communicate or verify your email address by sending me your students name and your name as you would like it listed.

After the Christmas break I would like to continue meeting with parents and their student.  It is most important that your 
student have a plan for the admission process and that we establish deadlines and benchmarks to monitor progress.  
Meetings generally last about one hour, longer if necessary.  We will identify colleges, I will suggest additional colleges 
to consider, we will attempt to set SAT and ACT testing dates as well as the mode your student will use to submit their 
applications.  I will offer my judgment to identify the school as Reach, 50/50 or Safe.  The need to take the SAT II 
Subject tests will be discussed depending on the colleges the student is considering.  I ask the students’ to make these 
appointments so I do not attempt to pull a student from a class they cannot miss. 
 
I strongly encourage all juniors to register for the March 13th SAT if they are not registered for the January 23rd test or 
they took the December test.  They should then plan on also taking either the May 1 or June 5 SAT.

· Accounts in parentheses (0.00), are negative.  We run our business and your child/children’s account as a debit system 
(declining balance).  That means there must be a positive amount in your child’s account in order for them to purchase food.  We 
ask that you maintain a positive $10.00 in the account since it is a debit system, not a credit system. 

 

· Effective Wednesday, October 14, 2009, any account that is negative –($10.00) and lower will not be able to purchase extra 
things from our service.  You only be able to purchase lunch.  If you are negative –($10.00) or lower you will not be able to pur-
chase cookies, chips, pretzels, nacho’s and some extra sides until the account is brought current.  

 

· We accept checks, made to Tommy’s Food Service, or cash to put into your child/children’s account, (no coins please).  You 
may send in one check for all member of your family.  Just specify how you would like the funds distributed, and please have 
their account number or name on the check.  We would greatly appreciate all accounts remain with at least a positive $10.00 
balance.  Please check mymealmoney.com to keep up with account balances, and if accounts go too low, you will be notified. 

 

· The day’s lunch will again be $3.00 this year, which will include a hot lunch, and choice of fresh veggies, salads, or fresh fruit 
and a beverage.  Milk, 100% fruit juices, fruit, homemade soups, fresh baked cookies, chips assorted salads and sandwiches, ice 
cream and other snacks can also be purchased separately.
