Lateness to School

Students arriving to school after 8:30AM will nat permitted to attend class without a note or phpne
call from a parent/guardian to the Main Office.

Students are only permitted three “free” late ais\per semester before receiving a detention. Df-
tentions will be given for every late arrival aftee third late arrival per semester. All tardiasless
excused, will be considered a tardy.

We strongly encourage doctor appointments to beendadng non-school hours.

An excused late is ONLY a late due to a doctorst\dand when the student arrives to school with fa
note from the doctor’s office. This note must beeived the day of the tardy and must come fronj the
doctor’s office. Any note received after the déyhe tardy will not “excuse” the late.
