Hope you and your family had a great holiday break.  I hope the long break allowed your child to “recharge” 
enough to get through to spring break.  I also recommend that everyone read the Parent/Student Handbook.  A 
thorough understanding of the handbook can help keep your child, and possibly you, from visiting my office.  
Please find below a few reminders that merit being repeated. 
 
Detentions 
 
(1)  Detentions must be served before the start of school the following day.   
(2) Not serving detention causes other detentions to be received and a possible suspension (page 23). 
(3) Detentions, even those served, accumulate throughout the school year. 
(4)  Accumulated detentions result in parent-teacher conferences (4), community service (5), and even 

 suspension (6 and more) (page 24). 
(5)  We need to see an effort to improve.  A lack of improvement or attention can have a negative effect, 

 often a negative academic effect. 
(6) Detentions never go away during an academic year. 
 
Lates 
 
(1)  Your child is permitted three lates per semester for any reason (page 22).  Notes from a doctor’s office 

 must be presented the day of the late arrival to be excused. 
(2)  All lates that occur after the third late will receive a detention, except doctor’s visits (page 22). 
 
Parking Lot Traffic Flow 
 
Reminder - The traffic pattern from 7:15-8:15AM and 2:15-3:15PM is to enter our lot via Shipwright Street 
and exit via Duke of Gloucester Street.  The Duke of Gloucester Street driveway during these times is not an 
entrance to the lot.  Using the Duke of Gloucester Street as an entrance during these times causes much con-
gestion and aggravation.

Happy New Year to all of our families. Best wishes for a healthy and prosperous 2010. As you return from, what I 
hope was a restful Christmas break, please be aware that we only have seven school days left until exams. I have 
always encouraged my counselees to begin reviewing notes from their course subjects ahead of time. Hopefully 
someone has opened a book during Christmas break, but that is not something I ever assume. However, we have 
teachers as resources to answer any questions. Also it is not too late for students to start reviewing January 4th, the 
first day back. 
 
It is easiest to break up the material in chunks, and so a student should begin first with the reviewing of notes of the 
first exam. Since there are nine days until exams begin, counting the weekend, the diligent student can review each 
subject for two nights, with one night left over for brushing up and a good night’s sleep. This is how we advise our 
students.  Also the students will get a review in class, but that should not take the place of studying each night at 
home.  The teacher will often outline exactly what is to be on the exam so that is helpful. However, please remind 
your student to use all of the nine days, for best results.  
 
A good breakfast after that restful night’s sleep will add to their brain power. We also wish them good luck.

The staff and I would like to welcome you back to a new year with our new and improved kitchen.  We are looking forward to serv-
ing your child/children good, nutritional lunches. 

 

· To keep track of your child/children’s account, you can log into mymealmoney.com.  Here you will be able to view your child’s 
activity and account balance by choosing our school, enter last name and student account number.  The site won’t show you the 
current day’s activity, but will show you what your child purchased the day before and a monthly history.  

 

· Accounts in parentheses (0.00), are negative.  We run our business and your child/children’s account as a debit system 
(declining balance).  That means there must be a positive amount in your child’s account in order for them to purchase food.  We 
ask that you maintain a positive $10.00 in the account since it is a debit system, not a credit system. 

 

· Effective Monday, January 4, 2010, any account that is negative –($10.00) and lower will not be able to purchase extra things 
from our service.  You will only be able to purchase lunch.  If your account is negative –($10.00 or lower) you will not be able 
to purchase cookies, chips, pretzels, nacho’s and some extra sides until the account is brought current.  

 

· We accept checks, made to Tommy’s Food Service, or cash to put into your child/children’s account, (no coins please).  You 
may send in one check for all member of your family.  Just specify how you would like the funds distributed, and please have 
your child’s account number or name on the check.  We would greatly appreciate all accounts keeping at least a $10.00 balance.  
Please check mymealmoney.com to keep up with account balances, and if accounts go too low, you will be notified. 

 

· The day’s lunch cost is still $3.00 and includes a hot lunch, and choice of fresh veggies, salads, or fresh fruit and a beverage.  
Milk, 100% fruit juices, fruit, homemade soups, fresh baked cookies, chips assorted salads and sandwiches, ice cream and other 
snacks can also be purchased separately.  Jumbo hot dogs and grilled cheese sandwiches will be available for $1.65 or as a lunch 
combo for $3.00.  Pizza, every Friday, will be served with a beverage for $2.50 or just a slice for $1.95.  Salads and snacks will 
also be available on Friday’s.  We use a complete oven baking system, so no foods will be fried.
