Over the years, teachers, parents, and students have heard us talk about school accreditation 
through the Middle States Association. There are other regional accrediting organizations 
throughout the country. When I worked in Michigan and Indiana, schools were accredited by the 
North Central Association; in Florida, it was the Southern Association. The Archdiocese of 
Baltimore has decided, after a great deal of research, to switch our affiliation from Middle States 
to the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS) and AdvancED. Effective 
immediately, our accreditation has switched over to SACS/AdvancED. 
 
This change is being made so that our archdiocese can work with a protocol which better 
reflects that nature of a system-wide accreditation that includes not only the schools themselves 
but also the superintendent’s office to ensure that all of the responsible parties are held to high 
standards. Attached to this newsletter is a communication from the archdiocese explaining this 
change.

Every year I have students whom I have referred to the peer tutoring. Many times a teacher also recommends that a 
student get help from the peer tutors. The peer tutors are National Honor Society members fulfilling their 
obligation as members. Other peer tutors are students who have done very well in a subject and enjoy helping 
others. It is a free service and the students meet with their peer tutor on campus, either before school, after school, 
or during lunch, depending on convenience of the two parties. If a student needs this type of help, it is necessary for 
that student to see Mr. Martelli in person, in room A7, who coordinates the peer tutoring. 
 
I was just having a discussion the other day about technology. It is amazing the many careers that utilize 
technology, from those that you would figure would, such as biomedical engineering, to running correlation studies 
on educational standardized testing, to writing programs for designing defense systems to sound mixing in music to 
who knows what else. The reason I know this is because our alumni are now doing such things.  A good way to 
learn about such new uses for technology or any other idea for a very state- of- the- art career would be to go to an 
exploratory college session, one summer before you graduate from high school, to learn of the new ideas emerging.   
These sessions are usually one week long, and they are filled with fun things along with the learning session. Many 
colleges and universities run these non credit experiences during which the student lives in the university 
dormitory.  You can either search for summer exploratory programs for college students or check the website at the  
specific university or college near you.
