I’d like to remind all of our parents that the Archdiocese of Baltimore requires STAND training  
for all adults – including parents – who come into contact with students. In elementary schools, 
it’s typical that every parent is STAND trained because they tend to visit the schools frequently 
for class parties, lunches, etc. Since high school parents are usually not involved to that degree, 
the STAND requirement is sometimes forgotten. 
 
The archdiocese has made every effort to make the process easier for parents, including the 
ability to view the necessary film on line. If you check our own web site, you can get all of the 
information you need to get yourself STAND certified for a period of five years. Please note 
that the archdiocese has made clear that there can be no exceptions to the STAND requirement. 
 
For those of you who received STAND certification at St. Mary Elementary School, we ask that 
you request your paper work to be sent over to the high school. Doing that fulfills the 
archdiocesan requirement for certifying at the high school. For those who were certified at other 
Catholic elementary schools, you will need to fill out a new application, and providing three 
new references to the high school (again, this is an archdiocesan requirement). One of those 
references must be from the school at which you received your STAND certification. In 
addition, you need to obtain a compliance form from the previous school. 
 
Parent volunteers are such an important part of our school! Please consider getting your STAND 
certification if you’ve not already done so (and a BIG THANKS to all of you who have!)

We continue to receive so much positive feedback on the summer renovations. As I write this, 
the workers have completed the set-up of the sound system and lights/projector system.

Now that we are into a new beginning again, this time a new quarter, there are a 
lot of things that can change in the second half of the first semester. If your 
student has not achieved what he or she had hoped, the second quarter can give 
the student the chance to change things.  A consistent plan is sometimes all that  
is needed. Please remember that Mrs. Mikula and I are here to help coordinate, 
so call us for any needs, questions or concerns. 
 
The first resource for academic help should always be the teacher. The teachers 
always encourage the students to ask questions or come after class and before 
or after school for help, but sometimes a student will be reluctant to take the 
time, or is too shy, and too much time passes. The students sometimes do not realize when we tell them this 
that the teachers can do many things, but one thing they cannot do is read minds. If the teacher asks in the 
class if there are any questions, and there are not, then it is assumed that all is understood. Counselors will be 
happy to accompany a reluctant student to the teacher for help the first time, to make the student more 
comfortable. NHS tutors and peer tutors are available through Mr. Martelli in A7. The student must go to Mr. 
Martelli to arrange this in person, so he can determine what time frame is most convenient for both parties. It 
is not a good idea to rely only on a tutor, because this encourages a student to avoid asking the teacher for 
help, but used correctly as a complementary resource, a tutor can help clear up some problems.  I think the 
hardest part of all of this is for the student to actually realize that there is a need to get the extra help from the 
teacher. 
 
Before a test or quiz, the teachers have class reviews and sometimes will meet with students after school to 
help clear up anything before the big day. We try to make students realize that they are here to learn, and they 
are not expected to know everything. We are happy to work with you, so please contact us as needed.

Senior Parents 
 
Seniors should be targeting to complete all admission applications by mid-November. Often senior parents considering whether to 
apply for financial aid think they will not qualify.  To help parents with their decision, I suggest the following web site  http://
www.finaid.org/calculators/finaidestimate.phtml it will help get an estimate of the Expected Family Contribution (EFC). 
 
Parents should remember, the Cost of Education at each college less their Expected Family Contribution will determine how much 
need your student will have at each college.  Their need will be different for each college as all college costs differ.  Parents should 
try the site. It only takes a few minutes to work through the numbers using the formula for Federal Methodology.  Parents will need 
a copy of their 2008 federal tax report.  As a former Dean of Financial Aid, I stand ready to assist with the application for the “Free 
Application for Federal Student Aid”  (FAFSA).  All I will need is a copy of the 2008 federal tax report and the student’s most 
recent pay stub from all employers in 2009.  The one guarantee parents have concerning financial aid, is all financial aid awards 
from colleges will be different.  Students who are accepted to a college, and who also file the FAFSA form, will receive a financial 
aid award from that college.  Also, there are some colleges that will not offer  a scholarship (merit or athletic or need based) unless 
the FAFSA has been submitted.  You are invited to attend the College Financial Aid Presentation for Parents of Seniors on Tuesday, 
December 1st from 7:00 PM to 8:30 PM at St. John Neumann.

I want to remind parents of the First Junior and Junior Parents Presentation on College Admission on Thursday, November 19th from 
7:00 – 8:30 PM in Marian Hall.  Your child may attend this meeting, however I will address this same information to them directly 
in classroom visits.  We have gotten all of the juniors up and operating on the Naviance College Admission Management System.  I 
will also demonstrate the Naviance system and show you how you may use this important management tool to assist your student as 
the process moves forward.
