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Guidance Department News 
 Notes from Marlyn Pringle, Director 
 
    
Our first standardized testing day is coming up on  
Wednesday, October 14th for freshmen, sophomores and juniors. This is  
an early dismissal day (11:30 am).  The seniors do not have school that day.  
           
The freshmen will be taking the PLAN in homeroom, which is the  
abbreviated version of the ACT (American College Testing) but in this case,  
the test is geared to the ninth grade. The real ACT is recommended to be taken  
by juniors in April of their second semester, and this testing date is just to give the freshmen a taste of the type 
of test it is. Practice materials will be given out and explained before that time. Scores do not go on their 
permanent record. 
 
The sophomores will be taking the Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test (PSAT) in homeroom that same day, 
which is a practice test for the sophomores, and the scores do not go on their permanent records. Also the 
sophomores will not have had all the math yet (geometry), but in this case St. Mary’s High School knows that 
it is important to give them this practice run. They should not be surprised if their math score is lower than 
they might have expected. Since the test is geared to eleventh grade norms nationally, this is unavoidable. 
 
The juniors will also be taking the PSAT in homeroom and as juniors, their scores will be part of their record, 
and all juniors who take the test will be entered in the National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test (NMSQT).  
 
I have spoken to the sophomores and juniors and I have also given them a booklet with tips for answering the 
actual types of questions which will appear on the PSAT. The booklet also has another test booklet inside 
containing a full-length practice test, with full instructions, answer sheets and timing limits for each part.  
Please look for it. The questions on the PSAT are the same ones that are on the actual SAT, so the College 
Board is really giving them an excellent tool to practice on one of the three weekends before the test. 
 
I am hopeful that this experience will be very beneficial for the students.

This is a critical time for parents to be involved in the admission process as deadline dates are not far away.  
Students need your help as well as mine at this time; they don’t have all of the answers.  Decisions must be 
made now with regard to Early Decision, Early Action, Restrictive Early Action, Priority Deadline or Regular 
Decision options.  The Deadline for students to submit their requests for transcripts and supporting materials 
is October 16th.  Those requests must come only to Mrs. Snead or me.  Seniors should be completing their 
college applications at the rate of one each week with a goal to complete all applications by mid-November.  
This target date will position your student far ahead of the other two million seniors who will be college 
bound in the fall of 2010.  The procedure sheet for submission of an online (Electronic) application is 
available in my office in case you missed the email or did not attend the parent meeting in September.    
Should there be any questions on the process or selection of colleges, I encourage parents to call me to make 
an appointment or discuss your concerns over the telephone (410) 990-4224.  Make sure to mark your 
calendars for the Financial Aid Night  on Tuesday, December 1st at 7:00 PM at St. John Neumann. 
 
Junior Parents 
 
Your students should be fully engaged on Naviance Admission Management by now.  They should be 
conducting college searches on it and posting their college “interest” to the site.  Doing this now will facilitate 
our personal meetings.  All juniors should be working on the “Official SAT Question of the Day” offered on 
the College Board web site at www.collegeboard.com .  Answering these questions at the rate of two or three 
each week remains an advantageous way for your students to become skilled and gain confidence over a 
longer period.  If your student can complete these questions, they will be ready for the questions they will see 
on the SAT.  Mark your calendars for the First Junior and Junior Parent Presentation on College 
Admission on Thursday, November 19th at 7:00 PM in Marian Hall.
